» if they have travelled outside of Ireland (for latest advice — click here)

Please note: Restricting your movements means staying indoors in one location and avoiding contact
with other people and social situations as much as possible.

e Parents are asked to complete a “Return to Education Form” in respect of children returning/starting
school today, 30" August (from 3pm) via Aladdin Connect.

¢ Parents are asked to complete a “Return to Education Form” in respect of children returning to school
after any absence from school via Aladdin Connect.
